IV-hil st, therefore, in the pre­

paratory department the beginner is thoroughly dri ll ed in the 

parad igms of the variable parts of speech, he is yet taught by daily 

oral and wriLten exe rcises to syste rni "e :111d clnssify the principles 

of their acc ide nts and construction. It is hoped that thereby the 

nature and co nstru ction of sentences wi ll be progress ive ly deve l­

oped, independent o f barren rul es, and a fou ndation bid for ripe 

and accnrate schol;trship. Especial attention is pa id to the re nder­

ing of E ngli sh into Latin and Latin in to English, il/. 7c'ritillg. Such 

translations are cr iti cised a nd returned to the student, with accom­

panying lectures on the principles involved.

These 

exe rcises are crit icised and returneli, and explanations are made of 

the principfes involved. Thus the Syntax will be illustratecl by 

all the different constructions which occur in the language. The 

authors read are: Thucydides, Sophoc les, E uripi des, and Plato. 

A close anel critica l examination is made of the text assigned for 

reading, the peculiarities of the a u t h or~ s sty le arc brought out, and 

the Comparative l)hilology of the language is constantly illustrated.

VII. - THE SHERWOOn SCHOOL OF MORAL PHILOS­
OPHY. 

PROF. ROJ'I]}VELL. 

The name of this school is in te nded to perpetuate that of Rev . 

. Adiel Sherwood, D. D . , than whom few living men have done 

more to promote the interests of education in the Baptist denomi­

n a tion. He was first to propose to aid in endowing this chair by 

the gift of $1,000. The proposition was la id before th e Baptist 
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General Association, at its annual meeting held a t Columbia, Boone 

CO~lllty, Mo., 1869, and in forty minutes, thirty others associated 

themselves with him, and gave his name to the school as all evi­

dence of their veneration. 

The object of this science is to acquaint the mind with the knowl­

edge, commancl and employment of its own faculties. The topics 

embraced in it are Mental Science, Logi c, Ethi'cs, Pol itical Econo­

my, Natural Theology, J urispruclence, ancl the Evidences of Chris­

tianity; or, the mind, our relations to good, to temporal affairs, to 

God and eternity, to the State, and to th e Christian religion. 

The course pursued in this school is to accustom the student to 

making severe analysis of his own mental actions in the examina­

tion of every topic brought under his notice, and at the same time 

to put him in prossession of the observations and opinions of think­

ers who are affecting society and human destiny. 

VIII.-JEREMIAH VARDEMAN SCHOOL OF THEOLOGY.

The regular course of this school is intended for two years, 111 

the case of those who are fully prepared to proceed with the study 

of the Scriptures in th e Greek and Hebrew, or who have taken 

the first degree in College.

This department is under the ge neral direction of the Faculty, 

hilt ~nbject more especially to theinc1ivic1ual management a!1d con­

trol of th e PrincipnJ, who wi ll give it hi s excl usive attention, and, 

except as otherwise provided, the students therein will dming the 

day remain under hi s personal supervision. He will be aided by 

the other members of th e Faclllty, who will give instruction in 

their several departments as may be need ed. Any student in the 

Preparatory Department shall have the privilege of entering any 

class in the Collegiate Department for which he is properly quali­

ti ed, and any student in the Coll eg iate Dep:ll'tment may recite or 

rev iew in any of the cl asses of the Preparatory Department. 

The commencemenl ane! close of this school are the same as 

those of the College. The recitation ane! fttue!y hours are from 

XA5 a. m. to 1 2 111., and from 1:30 p. m. to 4 p. m. Dlll'ing these 

hoiit's no student is permi tted to be on the streets excep t in going 

to or frolll his ' llOl11e or boarding-house, unless it be with the express 

consenl of the Principal. At night, study hams from 7 to 9 o'clock, 

riming which all are required to be in their respective rooms. 

Two eX(1.minations are held during the year-one at the close of 

the first term, a.nel th e other at the dose of th e sec.ond i the results 

of whir.h nre annOlll1r:ec on the Final Thy. 

COURSE OF STUDY.

The most approved text books will be used. The P reparatory 

Department is designed to give a thorough preparation for the Col­

lege Course , and is organi zed with ;t special view to that end. But 

to those who can not pursue a full College Course, it will give such 

a practical training as will fit them for the ordinary duties of husi­

ness Ii fe. 

ADMTSSION ANn WITHDRAWAL. 

An applicant for admission will enroll hi s name with the Presi­

dent or Cha irman of the Faculty, who will give direction for his 

admission to the sl! l e~tec1 schools. 

Each student, before he withdraws, sha ll have a written dismis­

sion from the :President or Chairman of the Faculty. Disl~lissions-, 

properly oblained, will state the standing of the student on his 

withdrawal, and will provide for hi s restoration to hi s classes, 

should he e ver return. 

The discipline is upon the fair a nd simple rule that every student 

shall maintain the character of a gentleman, and observe the rules 

of the schools he' atte nds. The :President and Faculty will use 

every appropriale means to develop and encourage in the student 

a sense of honor, a love of truth, and a life of usefulness. 

EXAMIN ATIONS. 

Each Professor examines his' class orally at every recitation or 

'lecture, and keeps a merit-roll, the marks in which are modified, 

not only by the verbal accuracy of the answers, but by the clear-
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ness of the und erstanding show n. Merit-marks are reported fre · 

qnenll y to paren ts and guard ians. 

Two general exam inations of each class are held during th e ses­

s ion in th e presence o f a committee of th e F ac ulty- the fir st, called 

th e Tntermcdiate Exam in ation, oc(:urring abo ut the middle of th e 

session , a nd the second , called the F inal E xamination , taking 

place in the closing wee ks, each embracing the suhj ects h'eated in 

th e half year imm edi ately preceding. T hese examinations are 

co nductell in writing. The ques tions propounckd have numer ical 

values atta ched, and if the values of the Clu t!s ti ons full y a nswered 

a mou nt to three-fulII'th s of the aggregate II n,lu atio n, th e s tud ent is 

ranked in til t! " lirst div isio n ;" if less than three-fourths, in the 

"second tli vision. " 

Certifica tes o f Distinction [Ire awarcled to those attaining the rank 

of " first divi sion " a t. e ither of the examinations, a nd their names 

Jluhli shed at the clos ing exe rcises of th e sess io n. Th e ge neral 

examinations are so comprehensive ,mel sl!arching as to r end er it 

imJlossible 1'0 1' the st lJ(l enl' to sec ure a JlIaCl! in the" lirst divi sion" 

without grent diligen('e. T he resu lt s of these cxn minati ol1 s are 

publi cly a nnoun ced o n the Final D ay. 

T he exami nations [or grndll:lt inn a rc he lrl in the lasl month of 

the sessio n, and they arc condu cted in each schoo l by the P rofessur 

in charge and in th e presen ce of o ne other Professor, who forms, 

with him , the Committee of E xamin ation for th e school. The 

candidates for grarlu:'ltinn a re sllhj ected to searching in terrogations, 

not only on the general prin ciples, but also on th e detai ls of the 

, suhj ect, and th()y are expected to he accurately ve rsecl in all the 

topics treated of in the lect11l'es a nd correlative text. In 11 0 case 

wi ll a degree of any kind be conferred where the average "esti­

mates " are below the first rank. The standing of the student at 

the dai ly and general 'examinations is taken into account in ascer­

taining his qualificati ons for graduation in any of the schools. 

The written papers are submitted to the President, al,d by him 

reported on to the Trustees, who, through a committee, examine 
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them at their Commencement Session and file them in the College 

rolls. 

As a familiarity with the principles uf the English Language is 

indispensable to the attainment of even the inferior honors of the 

institution, a student must 1111.ve passed a satisfactory examination 

in th e Junior Course of English and History before he can be 

admitted to a degree in any other school. 

DEGREES.

3. Th e deg ree of Bachelor of Science, conferred upon one who 

has passed a satisfactory examination in the J Imior Course of English 

and History, Latin, (~reek allli Moral Philosophy, and has grad­

uated in the schools of Mathematics, Natural Science and Jo·rench. 

4. The degree of Bachelor of Arts, conferred upon one who is a 

~raduate in fi ve sch ools of the Coll ege, and has fair standing in the 

Junior and Intermediate classes of two other schools. 

S. The degree of Master of Arts, conferred lIpon ol1 e whu is a 

graduate in all of the seven schools except Theology. 

No student is allowed to graduate in any school of the College, 

or to receive any certifica te of proficiency, until all his dues to the 

C911e~e are paid, 
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PUBLIC WORSHIP. 

At fifteen minutes before nin e o'clock each morning the Faculty 

and students assemble in the C hapel. A portion of th e Scriptures 

is read, and prayer offered-one of the Professors conducting the 

exercises, each in turn-and all unite in singing a selection of 

sacrerl mu sic, lecl by the College Choir. Th ere is also a daily 

evening prayer-meeting held in the Hall of the Evangelical Society 

at 6 to 6:30 p. m.-which has been voluntarily conducted amung 

the students [or several years, and whi ch has been attended by 

very gracious influences. 

SOCIETIES. 

There are two Literary Societies, the Philomathic and Excelsior. 

which have spacious Halls, elegantly furnish ed, in the College 

Building, wh ere they meet each Friday evening for debate and 

other literary exercises. 

The Evangelical Society meets eve ry other week to engage for 

mutual improvement, in Homiletic Exercises, and to investigate 

Religious topi cs. 

The Literary Union , an association among the students for 

variolls purposes, provides [or holding literary con tests during the 

year, and awarding prizes in Orthography, in Reading, in Compo­

sition, in Declama tion and in Oratory. 

The Soci ety of Alumni holcls an annual session in connection 

with the College Commencelllent, and provides for an oration 

from some one of its members. 
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LIBRARY. 

The Library of the Coll ege contains 3, 500 volumes, including 

the principal encyclopedias and many rare and choice works. The 

number of volumes is increasing each year by gift and purchase. 

The A ssistant Lihrarian keeps the Hall open at certa in hours at 

which all students have access to it as a r ead ing room, and to take 

out any books des ired. 

MAGAZINE CLUB. 

By this organization, made up of memhers of the Coll ege, the 

best periodical literature of Europe anel America is made access ibl e 

to the students. 

BENEFICIARIES. 

Tuition is free to the sons of ministers who are li vi ng by the 

ministry, and to all who are studying fo r the ,ministry, and approved 

by the Afinisteri al Ed ucation TIoard. The Board of Ministeria l 

Education ,of the Baptist GeneraJ Association of Missouri have a 

fund of abo ut five thousand dollars, from the interest of which, 

with contrib utions from auxili;u'Y societies and private gifts, you ng 

men of the Bapti st denomination who have the mini stry in vi ew, 

and are reco lllmended by their churches, receive such aid as can 

be given. 

THE COLLEGIATE YEAR. 

The session of College commences on the first Thursday in Sep­
